The subject of the course encompasses a range of
issues related to the patterns of historical development, society, the contradictions of globalization processes in modern
civilization, and the essence, nature, and place of human beings in the world.

The purpose of the item is to provide a general understanding of philosophy, the formation of a holistic worldview through
understanding the fundamental issues of being, cognition and morality, the development of critical thinking, and the improvement
of the culture of a specialist of the 21st century.

- to introduce students to the main categories and ideas of classical and modern philosophy;

- tointroduce students to the main philosophical problems and existing approaches to their solution.

-development of intellectual flexibility and the ability to consider issues from different perspectives;

-the application of philosophical concepts to current issues (ethics of technology, existential challenges, social justice,
etc.); -the development of the ability to reflect on personal beliefs, values and the meaning of life.
